1. Minutes were read and accepted.

2. Treasurer’s report: George handed out the report (attached) that Guy had prepared

Mary Jo volunteered to be ‘Program Director’ for the Chamber, lining up the program for each meeting.

5. Open House Event to promote Superior businesses — February 19, 2010, 5:00 p.m. — 8:00 p.m.

Robert and Mary Jo are in charge of the event. Superior businesses will be asked to participate by donating
an item and stay open for the hours of the event, possibly serving snacks and drinks. Community members
will be invited to pick up a coupon at the Chamber office, visit each participating business and have their
coupon stamped, and return to the Chamber office to turn in their coupon for a drawing of donated items.
Mary Jo will contact businesses about participating: Sue, Mary Jo, Anita, & Robert will coordinate
advertising. Several businesses and non-profit groups have already indicated interest in participating.
Similar Open House Events will take place in Alberton in March and St. Regis/West End in April. Glenn &
Anita will coordinate the St. Regis/West End event.

6. Election of Officers: The slate of officers for 2010 was presented. There were no additional
nominations from the floor.

7. Chamber office staffing: Mary Jo is now the RSVP Volunteer coordinator for Mineral County and will
line up volunteers to staff the Chamber office.



8. Furniture for office:

Acquisitions the past month:
--Mary Jo picked up 20 folding chairs, using the Community Foundation grant money
--Mineral County Museum loaned 2 brochure racks
--Steve Carty agreed to donate 2 tables
—-Muffy Bullock offered to donate a copy machine. Mary Jo and Anita will arrange for a
technician to check it out and give an estimate of repair costs.

Glenn suggested adding a coffee table to the wish list. Anita will again e-mail the wish list to Chamber

contacts.

9. Liability insurance: The Chamber has access to insurance coverage which enables 5 community events
to purchase liability insurance at reduced rates. Alberton Railroad Days, Superior Car Show, and
softball tournaments are ‘signed up” for 2010. Two more events can take advantage of this opportunity.

10. EPA TAG grant update: George reported that EPA requires the recipient of the TAG grant to be a
citywide non-profit group, rather than a countywide non-profit group, which would disqualify the
Chamber from receiving it. George will continue discussions with the EPA and will look into the
feasibility of forming a separate non-profit group in order to receive the grant. Mike reported that there
will be a public meeting in a few weeks regarding the progress of the cleanup.

11. Discussion on Superior’s Christmas decorations: Blackfoot Telephone employees and Mary Jo & Bruce
Berry put up and took down Superior’s Christmas decorations. Mike and Mary Jo have asked
Northwestern Energy about the possibility of lighting for the Christmas decorations. George and Robert
will follow up on this. Mike reported that city storage for the decorations will be discussed at the next
city council meeting. Glenn will check into extra decorations currently being stored at a St. Regis
business, but haven’t been used in the recent past.

12. Chamber projects & events for 2010: The decision on which projects, (in addition to the 1910 Fire
Commemoration), the Chamber will support will be postponed until the next meeting. Anita will check
the past minutes for the list of proposed projects.

1910 Fire Commemoration: Sue reported that the Museum will be doing an auto-tour of Cedar
Creek, and work on interpretive signs has begun. Robert mentioned that a local recording studio
might be willing to produce CDs for the tour. George suggested that the tourism department at
the University of Montana might be a resource.
