2. Treasurer’s report (attached) — Guy reported that bills have been paid to Chamber webmaster and office
rent. No new bills were presented. After discussion, it was confirmed that bills should be presented and
approved at Chamber meetings before being paid.

3. Presentation on Blackfoot Communications’ new Security System — Gerre Maillet & Jackie Mumm
Blackfoot Communications has a new monitored security system on the market for residential & commercial
customers for less than $1/day for Blackfoot customers (however, purchasers do not need to be Blackfoot
customers). There is a one-time fee for equipment plus a monthly service fee, which is added to the customer’s
Blackfoot bill. Add-ons can include monitoring smoke alarms, carbon monoxide detectors, and more. Blackfoot
also offers a personal emergency response system for “seniors’ and, in the near future, video monitoring of
homes and businesses.

4. Golf Tournament has been rescheduled for July 24, 2010 so it wouldn’t conflict with Montana Rail Link
Tournament in Missoula. Letters will be sent to teams already registered. Monte Turner has offered TV
publicity on KECI. Robert & Guy were selected to be interviewed.

5. EPA Grant — George reported that the grant has been awarded to us. Upon completion of some final
paperwork, the advisory board can be formed.

They will look into sponsorship for the event. Seven suggested painting the Superior bridge as a
possible project. George brought up the issue of lead-based paint and advised the committee to consult a
certified lead-based paint contractor.

8. Highway sign by the Hospital — John at Railhead has expressed interest in getting the sign refurbished
and is willing to pay for it. Mary Jo will check into it further.

9. Superior Christmas lights — Chamber will pay for supplies, George will contact Bob Hardeback.
